REGISTRATION

When submitting new registration forms please complete as much information to allow for a smoother process, particularly for 2nd claim players; the 1st claim teams name or ID must be on the form or you may run the risk of the player not being identified by All England. 

Don’t forget to complete “best & fairest” section on the sheet, a lot of teams have already lost points this season for failure to do so.

LEAGUE

Match cancellations – you must inform Sheila Davies, umpires and the opposition when cancelling matches. Failure to do so may result in additional fines being issued. 
The summer season will hopefully start beginning of March. 

UMPIRING 

Claire Owen (Shooting Stars) has agreed to take on the role of umpiring secretary for the lower divisions. Claire has stood on the committee before and is currently looking to take her C award in the not too distant future. If any umpires are looking for assessment then please contact Claire at umpire@portsmouthnetball.org.uk also if there are any volunteers to assist Claire in the assessments then please get in touch at the above email. The Navy are running a beginners umpiring course throughout the day on Friday 19th February 2010 at HMS Nelson, please contact Claire for further information.
Scorers will be reintroduced to matches after Christmas. Throughout the trial period there were discrepancies on 2 matches so it was agreed to revert back to the old method of umpiring & scoring.
A C award course is taking place in Basingstoke on 28th February 2010.

With just a handful of matches remaining it is worth noting that thus far there have been no yellow or red cards shown for dissent. If you are unsure of the rule please check the website for clarification.

PNA have been in touch with HNA to seek refresher courses for current C award umpires, further information will follow.

The requirement for Prem teams to have at least one C award umpire may not come in for the summer season due to difficulty in attending C award courses. More likely it will be a necessity for the winter 2010 season.

Umpires are reminded that they need to arrive in good time for matches. Too many matches are starting late due to umpires not arriving on time. Teams should not wait for umpires, the match should be forfeited and the team who has a late umpire should incur court costs.
